* About 50 percent of lowa residents’ energy bill go@ heat their homes.

« The average energy bills for lowa homes heated mathral gas will increase by about $100. Average
energy bills for homes heated with heating oil gl up about $490. Propane-heated homes will see
their bills rise by about $380, while electric hirgtcosts will rise by about $35.

* lowa households are projected to spend about $36&fasoline costs in 2007, almost $340 (ten
percent) more than they did in 2006.

Reducing Home Heating Costs

* Turn down the thermostat. In lowa, lowering itjugt 1 degree can reduce heating energy costs by 4%
— between $42 and $69, depending on the fuel uskdat the home.

* Plug leaks — Gaps between windows and doors maynlad, but they can collectively add up to big
energy losses. Plugging these leaks with cautklzer materials is the first action homeowners &hou
take to combat high heating fuel costs. By sedlmge leaks and installing proper insulation,
especially in the attic and crawl spaces, lowa Bbakls can reduce home heating costs by up to $210-
$345 per year, depending on the fuel used.

* Heat people and pets, not empty space — about 88f@oe is usually not being used at any given.time
Closing vents in unoccupied rooms and using snpaits heaters to heat occupied areas can save a
significant amount of energy — and money.

» Set the hot water heater at 130 degrees. Washutiges in cold water can save lowa households up to
$61 a year.

» A programmable thermostat costs about $100 — lugdtl properly, it can save lowa households up to
$105-$172 a year on home heating bills.



Other Energy-Saving Tips

* By replacing their four most used bulbs with compghmrescent bulbs, lowa households can save about
$110 over the lifetime of the bulbs.

* When choosing a new heating and cooling systendaviis, or appliances, consumers should purchase
models with the ENERGY STAR label.

» Vehicle fuel economy can be improved with a few@emmeasures: tuning the engine (4%), using the
recommended grade of motor oil (1-2%), cleaningeptacing air filters (up to 10%), keeping tires
properly inflated (up to 3%), and obeying the spiad (7-23%).
